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Thespian Arts Lesson Plan 

	Lesson Objectives: What are the students going to learn?
· to develop understanding of notation and to apply their knowledge of notes and values to create and accurately write rhythms.




	Outcomes/Activities: How are the students going to learn these things?
· Students will be asked to answer maths questions where the numbers are replaced with musical notes. the students will be required to remember the value of the notes and how they relate to each other. 
· students will also need to clap along to written rhythms from the board, further solidifying their knowledge of note values as well as how notes relate to a pulse. 
· Students will then need to work in pairs and create a rhythm using body percussion. They will need to write down the musical notes and accurately perform the rhythms they have created.

	Teacher is to explain to the class what they are learning about in the lesson.

	3-5 minutes
	Students are to recall the names and values of the musical notes on the board when prompted
	Teacher is to encourage children to answer the names and values of the musical notes on the board

	5-10 minutes
	Students are to answer the music maths questions on post it notes
	Teacher is to read the questions on the board and ask the students for the names and values of the musical notes on the board.

	5 minutes
	On the reverse side of their post it notes they are to create 3 music maths questions ranging from easy to hard. using musical notes to represent the numbers. they will also need to write the answer as a normal number.
	Teacher is to help the students correctly draw the musical notes and assist them with answering their questions if necessary.

	5 minutes
	Students are to clap along to the patterns on the board, and answer questions when prompted.
	Teacher is to go through the notes on the board as well as their values. the teacher will then count out loud and encourage the class to clap along to the rhythms. The second rhythm is from the song We Will Rock You by Queen. You can ask the children if they recognise the rhythm and the song.

	3 minutes
	Students are to join in with the song using body percussion.
	Teacher can help show the students with the body percussion movements.

	2 minutes
	Students are to answer the question when prompted
	Teacher is to explain that during the song they played a rhythm during the chorus and a pulse during the verses. Then they are to ask the students if they remember the difference between rhythm and pulse.
	8

	2 minutes
	Students will look at the diagrams on the board.
	The teacher will show the difference between pulse and rhythm. A pulse is a beat that is regular, they are usually written with crotchets. a rhythm is a pattern of sounds of different lengths.

	15-25 minutes
	Students will create rhythms using the musical notes they have learned. they will then be required to write out the rhythms they have created using notation and perform as a pair. 
	The teacher will explain what the class will need to do. they will need to explain to the students about the spaces that they will need to leave for each note.  assist the groups with their work when necessary.

	10 minutes
	Students can participate with don't clap back.
	Teacher is to explain what the class has gone over in today's lesson, then lead the class with don't clap back.
